DIRECTIONS FOR USE

To Raise Jack:

Place the lower foot of the jack beneath the load.1.	
Lift the Reversing Latch (Fig. 1) to its "UP" position and ensure it is locked in place, with the 2.	
indentation in the Latch, firmly engaged in the notch on the Reversing Switch

Raise and lower the jack handle until the foot of the jack comes into contact with load, as load 3.	
is being raised ensure load remains stable and does not shift.  If load shifts, slowly lower the 
load and reposition the jack accordingly.

Pull down firmly and evenly on the handle and observe the load being lifted.  As the handle 4.	
is pulled down, you will hear the climbing pin (13) click into place as it locates the next hole 
in the steel bar (3).  At this point, slowly relax the handle allowing the pin to take the load, to 
continue raising the load, raise the handle and repeat.

To Lower Jack:

IMPORTANT - THE JACK MUST BE LOADED WITH A MINIMUM OF 50KG (110 LBS) TO LOWER 
STEP BY STEP, OTHERWISE THE LIFTING FOOT WILL DROP TO THE BOTTOM OF THE JACK.

Prior to lowering the load, ensure the work area is free of debris and obstructions.1.	
Take the load with the jack (ie. jack the load up slightly) and ensuring the handle is in the 2.	
FULLY UPRIGHT position, trip the Reversing Latch (17), so that it is in the "Down" position.  
The indentation on the latch should be disengaged from the notch on the reversing switch.

Keeping a firm grip on the handle, raise and lower the handle as you would for raising a load.3.	
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
